MUMBAI 

The Andheri police have 
booked two acquaintances, 
including a woman, of a 
builder for allegedly black-
mailing him and attempting to 
extort Rs25 lakh. 

The 55-year-old developer 
lives with his family in 
Chikuwadi, Borivali West, 
and has a construction site at 
Panipat Chowk on Nagardas 

Road in Andheri. In his com-
plaint, he said that he came 
into contact with the woman, 
Sapna Wazir alias Lubna Azan 
Wazir, through Jitendra Doshi, 
another accused who used to 
visit his home and office for 
puja-related works. 

The builder said that Doshi 
introduced him to Wazir in 
January and that they became 
good friends. He claimed that 
he even helped the woman 
and gave her around Rs50 lakh 
till October. However, she kept 
demanding more money and 

later threatened the builder 
that she would file a case of 
sexual harassment and suicide 
abetment if he didn't comply, 
said the FIR. She repeatedly 
blackmailed him and sought 
Rs25 lakh, while warning to 
publicly defame him, promp-

ting the builder to approach 
the police, the FIR added. 

A case has been filed under 
sections 308 (6) (extortion by 
putting a person in fear of an 
accusation) and 61 (criminal 
conspiracy) of Bharatiya Nyaya 
Sanhita.

BRIDGE TO DEVELOPMENT | Installation of remaining 60-metre 
span to mark final phase of the project; once completed, coastal 
road expected to be fully operational by the end of December

BMC installs 44-metre 
coastal road connector
Shefali Parab-Pandit  
MUMBAI 

The BMC installed a 44-metre 
span as part of the final two 
bridge sections connecting the 
north-bound carriageway of 
the Mumbai Coastal Road to 
Bandra-Worli Sea Link 
(BWSL) early on Tuesday. 

The installation of the 
remaining 60-metre span will 
mark the final phase of the 
project. Once completed, the 
coastal road is expected to be 
operational for traffic from 
BWSL to Marine Drive by the 
end of December. 

The 44-metre bridge span 
weighing 412 metric tonnes, 
which departed from Karanja 
Port in Navi Mumbai, success-
fully reached Worli on Sunday 
evening. Due to favourable sea 
conditions, the installation of 
the span began at 3am on 
Tuesday and was completed 
by 6.12am, taking a little more 
than three hours. 

A barge will now deliver the 
final 60-metre span. The instal-

lation of this last span, planned 
for next weekend, will com-
plete both the northbound and 
southbound connectors link-
ing the coastal road to the 
BWSL, marking a significant 
milestone in the project. 

The 120-metre arch bridge 
and the 46-metre adjoining 
BWSL spans were erected in 
April. This connector, like the 
one already in operation, con-

sists of four spans in total. The 
southbound carriageway of 
the connector, linking Marine 
Drive to the sea link, was 
opened to traffic on 
September 13. The southern 
arm of the road, from Worli to 
Marine Drive, opened on 
March 12; the northern arm, 
from Marine Drive to Haji Ali, 
opened on June 10; and the 3.5-
kilometre stretch from Haji Ali 

to Abdul Gaffer Khan opened 
on July 11. 

The 10.58km coastal road 
stretches from the Princess 
Street Flyover at Marine Drive 
to the Worli end of the BWSL. 
The project, with an invest-
ment of Rs13,983 crore, started 
in October 2018. The coastal 
road has reduced travel time 
by 70% and fuel consumption 
by 34%, civic official claim.

Lodha moots 
solution for 
Kemps Corner 
traffic jams 
Aishwarya Iyer  
MUMBAI 

The BJP candidate from 
Malabar Hill, Mangal Prabhat 
Lodha, has written a letter to 
the chief engineer of the 
Coastal Road Project calling 
for traffic solutions at Mukesh 
Chowk in Kemps Corner. 

The Free Press Journal has 
accessed the letter addressed 
to Chief Engineer Mantaiyya 
Swami. In it, Lodha notes, “It 
has been observed by me, as 
well as reported by residents, 
NGOs, and vigilant citizens of 
Mumbai, that while the 
Coastal Road offers signifi-
cant relief, it has also con-
tributed to increased traffic 
congestion in certain areas.” 

The letter highlights a spe-
cific issue at Mukesh Chowk, 
where motorists are forced to 
wait for five to 10 minutes, 
with delays worsening during 
VIP movements. 

Lodha requested consider-
ation of an exit from the 
MSRDC plot, stating, “I urge 
you to consider this solution, 
as it would not only alleviate 
the traffic congestion issues at 
Warden Road, Kemps Corner, 
Nepean Sea Road, and 
Mukesh Chowk but would 
also reduce travel time for 
those heading to Nepean Sea 
Road, Walkeshwar Road, 
Teen Batti, and the VIP area of 
Malabar Hill.” Lodha 
requested Swami to appoint a 
consultant to resolve the issue. 

The Free Press Journal has 
previously reported on com-
plaints from residents of 
Nepean Sea Road, Malabar 
Hill, and Breach Candy about 
severe traffic congestion. 
During an FPJ visit to the loca-
tion highlighted by Lodha, it 
was observed that traffic mov-
ing towards Mukesh Chowk, 
in the direction of Nepean Sea 
Road, Malabar Hill, and 
Walkeshwar, experienced 
heavy congestion.

Sex assault on 2 teens;  
father arrested in 1 case

MUMBAI 

In two separate incidents, two 
teen girls were allegedly sex-
ually assaulted in the western 
suburbs. In one case, reported 
from Vile Parle, a 45-year-old 
man reportedly sexually 
assaulted his 16-year-old 
daughter under the influence 
of alcohol between October 21 
and November 2. His 

estranged wife approached 
the police when the victim 
confided in her, leading to the 
man’s arrest. 

In the second incident 
which took place in Powai, 
two men, aged 28 and 19, were 
arrested for assaulting a 13-
year-old who lived in their 
neighbourhood. 

Cases have been filed under 
the Protection of Children 
from Sexual Offences Act.

The residents of Kalina have 
requested the BMC chief to 
conduct a preliminary inquiry 
into the reconstruction of a  
chowky wall and take action 
against Assistant Municipal 
Commissioner Swapnaja 
Kshirsagar. The residents 
have alleged discrepancies in 
the reconstruction work as 
the BMC paid Rs1.88 lakh for a 
sliding gate. 

Voice of Kalina, an advance 
locality management (ALM), 
has written to BMC 
Commissioner Bhushan 
Gagrani highlighting their 
pending complaint with the 
ward officer. In February, the 
ALM had written to 
Kshirsagar demanding inves-
tigation into the reconstruc-
tion work of the BMC chowky 
located on Kalina-Kurla Road, 
which cost Rs7.98 lakh. 

After receiving tendering, 
placing order, estimation and 
final billing documents 
through RTI, the ALM high-
lighted probable discrep-
ancies in measurement and 
inflated billing in the recon-
struction work. The com-
plaint alleged that the BMC 
paid Rs1.88 lakh for fabrica-

tion of two entrance gates. 
The ALM team, which also 
has a civil engineer as a 
member, took measurements 
of the gates and claimed that 
the BMC disclosed excess area 
in the bill and paid an excess 
amount of Rs76,695. 

As their first complaint 
went unheard, the ALM 
wrote to Kshirsagar for a sec-
ond time in July but never 
received a reply. Voice of 
Kalina wrote to the BMC com-
missioner on October 21 
demanding action against 
Kshirsagar under Section 64 C 
of the Mumbai Municipal 
Corporation Act, which man-
dates that no decision can be 
kept pending for more than 
90 days. It also demanded a 

preliminary enquiry and dis-
ciplinary action against the 
officers responsible for delay 
in replying to the complaint. 

Clarence Pinto, a member 
of VOK, said, “We believe the 
cost of reconstruction of a 
compound wall should be half 
of what they paid. People 
laugh when we tell them that 
they have installed a gate 
worth almost Rs2 lakh. 
Residents have started calling 
it the ‘Golden Gate’ wondering 
whether the BMC has made 
the gate out of gold. The ward 
officer’s silence over this issue 
says that they are hiding a lot 
from the residents.” 

The Free Press Journal con-
tacted Kshirsagar but did not 
receive any reply from her.
